 Sponsored by the Alaska Library Network, participating libraries pay a fee to be included and allowed access. Cur-
rently there are 15 libraries in the state involved with ListenAlaska.  The directions to get started are easy and the staff 
at the Cordova Public Library have created a take-with you brochure to walk you through the process step by step. Once 
you’re ready to go the selections are endless. Every genre you can imagine is available to peruse including materials on For-
eign Language to study. There are lots of self-help non fiction materials; books for young adults and even younger early 
readers.  
 Music is a new addition to the access page and the growing list includes everything from blues to choral to classical 
to electronica. The materials you ‘check out’  are available to you for a two week period.   
 If you would like to try it out—ask the staff at the library for the Introductory Brochure and your user name and 
password. Then if you run into any difficulties or have questions, please don’t hesitate to ask or let us know what problems 
you encountered.
